This position requires a university degree or technical college diploma in a related field, such as
a sciences, safety, or mining, with seven years of experience working at a mine or in the
mining/exploration industry, to include at least five years spent in production operations, with a
regulatory requirement of one-year supervisory experience at a mine. The incumbent must have
Underground Mine Rescue certificate. Advanced Mine Rescue Training with Bench Technician
Certificate is an asset.
